Sunfish sailboats are to­
tally dependent on wind 
to make them move.

When the wind is strong 
and out of the south do 
not go into the northern 
section of the bay. It can 
be a long hard tacking 
procedure to get back to 
the beach once you've 
gone downwind. There 
are no safe beaches on 
which to land and then 
relaunch once you are 
down in that area. 
Brewer's beach is off lim­
its to our club Sunfish 
unless you have prior ap­
proval . 

During club sailing days 
you are restricted to the 
area Wailoa (Suisan) side 
of a line between the Bay­
front lighthouse (Coconut 
Point light) and the red 
buoy number 4 off Coco­
nut Island. 

On club sponsored sail 
days the restrictions are 
in force because we are 
responsible for your 
safety. We only have one 
safety boat and cannot 
help you if we don't see 
that you are in trouble. 
We can't help you right 
away if the boat is in use 
rescuing someone else.

The 
left side of the axle folded 
due to rust. 

At this time the trailer is be­
ing repaired and soon we

Then a new 
coat of bottom paint can be 
applied and we can use her 
again ..
